SRI Talking Points

Sample Script when teaching students for the first time:

Today you are going to take a reading test. This test is just going to take a snapshot of where you are right now with your reading. Some of you may have already used this program in middle school – it’s called SRI. The district would like students tested in SRI each year to be sure they are still improving their reading. The test you take today will look similar to the tests you’ve taken at middle school, but the questions will be different.

When you get started in SRI, the first thing you will see is a screen asking you the genres you like to read. You’ll pick a max of three and move on to the next screen. You’ll then be given a few practice questions so you can get an idea of what the test will be like.  After that, you will move on to the actual test. 

I want to emphasize how important those first few questions are. Like the GRE, the computer adjusts your overall score based on how you answer those first few questions. You’ll be slotted into a score range and move higher or lower throughout the test as you answer more questions. However, the first few answers help determine the highest score you can get overall, so be sure to take your time with them.

Each student will complete the test in a different amount of time. When you finish, be sure to view and print the suggested reading list. This will also give you your score overall out of 1500. The average reading level for 9th grade is between 1000-1200 to give you a baseline idea. When you finish, exit the program and pick up your list. You can find books in the collection based on the suggested reading list if you like. 

Okay, let’s get started. Here are the steps to getting into SRI:

1.) Double-click on the SRI icon on the dock.

2.) Username: firstnamelastname (NO SPACES)

3.) Password: student ID number

4.) Test will begin immediately

If a student needs more time, press ESC to exit. Be sure to click YES to save when asked. The test reopens where the student left off.

If SRI is not opening for some reason, check the Menu bar at the top of the computer screen. If you see SRI there, click to exit. Then, double-click on icon to reopen. Login screen should appear.
