That said, each interim grade period a report of student attendance will be
generated and relegated to the class principal. A truancy letter will be mailed
home with the grade report of any student with fifteen hours or more of unverified
absences.

The grade office cannot
change attendance for absences that occurred over two weeks from the current
date.
