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Winter Testing Out Announcement

The Winter 2009 Testing Out session will be held on Saturday, January 10, 2009. Location to be
determined. If you are interested in testing out of a course you must access the AAPSmoodle site to
register. You will have an opportunity to review the course syllabus and then register. To start your
registration process you must go to the General/Main Office to pick up instructions. Registration will
open on Wednesday, November 12 and close at 4 p.m. on Friday, November 21, 2008.

Please remember that if you choose to test out of a course you will need to exhibit mastery of the subject
matter by attaining a grade of no lower than 75% on the final assessment/exam. You may be required to
demonstrate mastery, not only by taking an exam, but by other basic assessments used in the course
such as portfolios, performances, papers, projects or presentations. (Check the syllabus online in
AAPSmoodle for the course for specific details.)

The grade earned on the assessment is not computed into your GPA and the number of credits that must
be earned for graduation will remain the same, 21 credits. While testing out credit does not count
toward the 21 credits required for graduation, it does fulfill distribution and course sequence
requirements. You will not be able to receive credit later for a lower course in a course sequence in the
same subject area. You may attempt to test out of a course one time only.

Students in the classes of 2011 and beyond who test out of a (MME) Michigan Merit
Curriculum course will earn credit. Please contact your counselor if you have specific
questions pertaining to Testing Out.

Be sure to discuss testing out options with your parents, counselor and teachers as part of your
educational planning.

Advanced Leadership Training

The Youth Empowerment Project and the Youth Senate are holding an Advanced Leadership Training (ALT)
Series for area high school-aged school and community leaders. The training is designed for those who have been
through YEP's Basic Leadership Training or an alternate training. It is a series of five three-hour sessions over the
course of the school year that go in depth with topics such as: leadership styles, public speaking, presentation and
applicable job skills; communication and dialogue for social justice; problem solving and teamwork; preventing
stress and more!

The first session is on Wednesday afternoon, December 10th, 2008. Pre-Registration is required. If interested, YEP
requests the student to send an email to alt@youthempowerment.com with his/her name, age, grade, area high
school, leadership roles, basic training experience, email, and phone number before Monday, December 1st, 2008.
Once this information is received, YEP will, on a case-by-case basis, send a registration form to eligible students to
be returned by Friday, December 5th, 2008.

The other dates of the series are as follows: Mon. 2-16-09, Wed. 3-25-09, Wed. 4-29-09, and a TBD date. It is
important to understand that when signing up for the ALT Series, students are signing up for all five of the
sessions. Youth who attend the Advanced Leadership Training Series will have the additional option of paying a
small fee and completing a project to attain ALT Certification offered by YEP.

By the time you receive this newsletter your student’s nine week grades will have been sent home.
Please review the grades with your child and talk about ways you can improve them if necessary. A list
of tutors is available in the counseling offices. If a student is having a difficult time in a particular
course and needs to drop levels or they have a hole in their schedule for second semester he/she should
make an appointment with the counselor to fix their schedule.

SENIORS —

We have processed over 1000 college application as of November 1st, The deadline was November 7th if
you wanted to be sure your applications was mailed out before winter break. We will still be accepting
college applications after that but we cannot guarantee they will go out before vacation. Many college
deadlines are January 1. Please pay special attention to all deadlines when applying for college or
scholarships. There are local scholarships available in the career center. Please check with Ms.
Williams for more information. The financial aid night is Wednesday, December 10 in the Little Theater
from 7:00pm — 9:00 pm. A representative from Eastern Michigan’s financial aid department will give a
presentation and be available to answer questions. Please mark you calendars and plan on attending

JUNIORS —

Your student’s counselor just got through two days of meeting them to discuss a variety of things. The
first day they reviewed a twelve - page packet with valuable information about college planning, MME
preparation, scholarships and financial aid websites and a junior checklist for the year. The second day
the juniors spent time on the computers researching colleges, majors and other special programs. Please
review that packet with your child. It is not too early to begin thinking about plans for after high school.

SOPHOMORES AND FRESHMAN - Please stay focused on going to class on time and being prepared.
If you have not had your freshman interviews please make an appointment to see your counselor. If you
need to make adjustments to your second semester schedule please see your counselor.

PEER MEDIATION — We have a number of programs in place to assist students who are involved in
conflicts.

The 2008-2009 school year will see the Ann Arbor Student Building Industry Program’s 39th
house constructed. Located at 2377 Earl Shaffer Court on the Northeast side of Ann Arbor, it
will be a 2600 square foot colonial with a finished basement, three bedrooms including a large
master suite, three and half baths and a backyard deck.

The program consists of 29 students in the Ann Arbor Public Schools who build a house
throughout the school year. The class is instructed for the third year by John Birko, and is
assisted by Joel Davenport. This year we have 14 students from Huron, Stone, and Roberto
Clemente High School that attend in the morning and 15 students from Pioneer and
Community High School in the afternoon.

We learn all phases of building a house, from digging and constructing the foundation, and
framing the walls and roof, to installing trim and kitchen cabinets and installing all the
mechanicals. We have currently completed the first floor platform and walls, and the second
floor platform, and are starting to frame the second floor walls. Our plan is to have the roof
completed and shingled by the December holiday break.

Along with this work we will compete in construction competitions through SkillsUSA. Our
first pre-season competition will be at the Oakland Invitational in early December.

The house will be completed by the end of this school year and everyone will be welcome to join
us for an Open House in late May.
